Dress Code Policy 

Appropriateness:  ALL students are expected to follow the guidelines for appropriateness on a daily basis.  Appropriateness is defined as:

Acceptable – skirts, dresses, skorts, slacks, jeans, sweatshirts, t-shirts, polo shirts, and wind pants.  Shorts may be worn when appropriate and/or with parent approval.  Shorts and skirts must touch the child’s fingertips when arms are hanging at his/her sides.  Bottoms must be worn at the waist.   

Unacceptable – tops shorter than waist length, mesh and all see-through shirts (boys and girls), tanks or muscle shirts, torn, frayed pants or tops, cut off shorts with fringes, short shorts or boxers, t-shirts with inappropriate sayings or pictures, pants/tops with holes, bare skin showing between tops and pants.   

Mass Days:  Dress pants, dress shorts, skirts, or dresses are to be worn by ALL students.  No jeans, sport shorts, or wind pants allowed.

Choice Day:  The last day of the school week (typically Friday) will be considered choice day.  All students should dress within the guidelines of “appropriateness” given above.

Shorts and Sandals: Shorts and sandals may be worn when weather permits and/or with parent approval.  (Approximately 70 degrees or warmer)
